DISTRICT GOVERNOR RON BARBER
APRIL 2005

Greetings All,

By the time this newsletter is in print, April I' will be here and most likely
history. This means we are at least 10 days into the Spring of 2005 which is a
welcome relief for this District Governor. It also means there is less than 90
days left to achieve some of the goals set forth at the beginning of the Lions’
year.

The drop in membership numbers not only in District 13-J, but throughout the
other nine Districts of MD-13, has been staggering. Despite the fact the clubs in
this District have recruited 85 new members, we are at a minus 86 compared to
the beginning numbers July 1, 2004. These loss figures are cause for concern,
but not for becoming discouraged.

There are factors that I believe have accelerated drops the last year or so anc
firmly believe this will level off by the end of this Lions year. If (if is a mighty
big word) District 13-J Clubs continue the trend of recruiting new members at
the present rate, we can and will overcome this deficit in 2005-06. This would
be great for not only the District, but for 2005-06 District Governor Chris Homer
and the MERL-COW Team that has worked towards not only healthier clubs,
but healthier membership numbers.

Early on in the year PID Floyd Newberry, Jr. (State Membership Rep.) an
DDG Jay Carey challenged Club and District Officers to set a good example for
the rest of the District Lions by recruiting one new member each. This challenge
still exists and there is time before the end of the year to “make a difference”.
This Governor has been fortunate enough to sign on two good Lions and has
prospects of one more, and possibly two.

Twenty-seven out of forty-seven clubs signed on new members. One club has
9 new members; one club with 7 new members; two clubs with 6 new members
each; three clubs with 5 new members each; two clubs with 4 new members
each; six clubs with 3 new members each; four clubs with 2 new members each;
and eight clubs with 1 new member each.

It can be done. Let this be a renewed challenge to the clubs to continue thei
recruitment practices and to those clubs that have not increased their numbers.
Harping on membership sounds like a broken record, but ask the clubs that
increased membership how much better it is to have those extra hands and to
plan and carry out their fundraisers and community service projects.

Finally, don’t forget to register for the District “J” Convention, April 15-16-17
before it is too late. See details elsewhere in this newsletter. Let’s keep PDG
Norman Cupps, Convention Chair, busy with some last minute registrations.

Greenfield Lions Club President Hank Thompson has announced that the club has partnered with the
Ohio State University College of Optometry to offer Eye Screening to all Greenfield Exempted Village
School District kindergartner and pre-kindergarten students. The University will send fourth-year
optometry interns to Greenfield to do the screening using several different tests. The screening will
take place on five different days starting March 21 and ending May 16™. Lion Harold Schmidt is
chairman of the committee for this project. This project came about after talking with a kindergarten
teacher who stated that she had noticed that some children needed eye exams other than a chart test.
She stated that correcting eye problems would make reading easier and a more pleasant experience.
President Thompson stated that this project is part of the service of the Lions who became “Knights of
the Blind” after being challenged by Helen Keller in 1925. Since that time the Lions have been
recognized worldwide for their service to the blind and the visually impaired. The Greenfield Lions
Club is paying for the entire project.
