The Qualifications for DDG are as follows: They are listed in the Ohio Lions, Inc. Constitution Article VII,
Section 7.

Section 7: Deputy District Governor’s Qualifications
A candidate for the office of Deputy District Governor shall:

A. Be an active member in good standing of a chartered Lions Club in good standing in his/her Sub-
District.

B. Secure the endorsement of his/her Club or a major portion of the Clubs in his/her Sub-District.
C. Have served or will have served at the time he/she takes office as Deputy District Governor:

1. As president of a Lions Club for a full term or major portion thereof and a member of the Board of
Directors of a Lions Club for less than two (2) additional years; and

2. As Zone Chairman or Region Chairman or Cabinet Secretary/Treasurer for a full term or a major
portion thereof, and one (1) additional year as a member of the District Cabinet.

D. With none of the above being accomplished concurrently.

Interested candidates, please submit your Club’s letter of endorsement by February 1%, 2005 to: District
Governor Ron Barber, Vice District Governor Chris Homer or Deputy District Governor Jay Carey.

MEMBERSHIP RECRUITMENT
Planning the Open House
¢ Open house should be on a regular meeting night

¢ Do not charge guests or members for the meal
¢ Not a regular meeting — no pledge, etc
e Agree on a dress code — usually casual
e Wear name badges with BIG letters on the first name
e Greet everyone — make sure everyone is welcomed and made comfortable
e Plan a _ hour program — International, State, and Local Lion activities

e Invite people to join right now

Any time is a good time to hold an open house. Planning can be completed during the winter
months for a spring open house, maybe a summer picnic. These are some ideas to consider in our
planning. Next month I will get into some ideas to tell the Lions story and show guests what we do
in our communities, state and around the world.
