BEGIN YOUR MEMBERSHIP CAMPAIGN NOW -- Maintaining the health and strength of your club is driven
membership growth. New members enable your club to continue its proud heritage of humanitarian service to your community.
New members bring different skills and talents to your club, stirring up new interest and enthusiasm among your members.
Plan a strong membership campaign now to take part in a successful Worldwide Induction Day. Here are some ideas to help.

IDENTIFY PROSPECTIVE MEMBERS -- Potential members are everywhere. Look at friends, relatives, neighbors, co-
workers, community leaders, corporate leaders, school staff or faculty members at local schools or colleges, people your club
members know from their churches, hobbies, or other clubs. Young people in your community may be looking for networking
and leadership opportunities.

SET UP A MEMBERSHIP TEAM -- Some members of your club may not be comfortable asking others to consider becoming
Lions club members. A good idea may be to form a membership team consisting of your club membership chairperson and
interested volunteers. Once you have the team, have a workshop to develop a strategy for approaching new prospective
members. Suggest each club member prepare a list of 2-3 prospective members they would like to recommend to the club. Use
these lists from club members to generate leads.

HOST A CLUB SPONSOR NIGHT RECRUITMENT DINNER - This would be an enjoyable event for your club members
and invited guests. It would provide a great opportunity for warm fellowship in a nice relaxing atmosphere. Plan the program
for the evening’s event and find a suitable site to accommodate your members and guests. Make the evening fun and festive.
Decorate the tables, have a nice menu that will be appropriate. Start of the evening with a social hour. This invites informal
conversation and helps the guest be more comfortable. Have each member introduce his/her guest. Invite a prominent Lion,
who is an interesting, enthusiastic speaker to briefly tell about Lions Club International and the many positive benefits to
communities and members. (Nothing will kill a great evening quicker than a long-winded dull speaker.) A local club member
can tell about local club activities ad project in the community.

JUST ASK — Remember, Just Ask! Ask potential members if they are interested in Lions. Always be prepared in the event
you encounter a prospective member.
